INFORMATION FOR PARENTS RE: FINAL EXAMS  
 
Please find below the exam schedule for final exams at Gibbons School for Grades Five to Nine.  In order for 
students to achieve to their maximum potential, we would like to share the following guidelines with you. 

 
a) Students should be aware there are NO FINAL EXAM EXEMPTIONS . 

 
b)  Students should take the opportunity now to update their notes and be sure they have all of their previous 

notes, exams, etc. in order. 
 
c)  Students should take notes during the review section of their classes. 
 
d)  Students should be encouraged to pay close attention to the study skills sections which will be reviewed. 
 
e)  Students need to be aware of the marks calculation formula so that they can prepare accordingly. 
 
f) Students should be aware that there is NO TALKING in the exam room. 
 
g) Elementary students are encouraged to be at school after their exams on June 16th, 17th, 18th  & 22nd.  

However, should parents wish their children be allowed to leave school after exams, they will need to let the 
school know.  *  Tuesday, June 23rd & Wednesday, June 24th – Grade 5 students will go to a movie &  
the Grade 6 students will be on a Predator Game field trip one day, the next day the grades will switch 
activities.  

 
h) The last day of regular classes for Junior High students is Tuesday, June 16th.   

Junior High students who do not wish to stay at school to study after exams on June 17th, 19th, 23rd &  
24th  MUST RETURN THE COMPLETED POST-EXAM PERMISSION FORM  TO THEIR  
 HOMEROOM TEACHER BY JUNE 17 th.   Please note that there are no exams scheduled on 
 Thursday, June 18th or Monday, June 22nd.

FREEDOM OF THE CITY  
 

The Freedom of the City ceremony is an example of a military tradition, which began in the 15th century in 
England.  During the War of the Roses, cities were constantly endangered by marauding military units 

from one side or the other.  Before a city would admit a military unit inside its walls, the chief constable 
would demand to know the reason the soldiers wished to enter the city and then escort their commander to 

the changers of city council.  If the leaders felt the unit could be trusted, it was granted the privilege 
known as Freedom of the City.  This entitled the unit to enter the city with drums beating, banners flying 

and bayonets fixed. 
 

Today, the granting of the Freedom of the City is a traditional means for a municipality to honour a unit of 
the Canadian Forces and is a private matter between civic officials and the unit concerned.  The decision to 

grant this freedom rests with municipal authorities.   
 

A FREEDOM OF THE CITY CEREMONY in honor of # 1 Comb at Engineer Regiment will be held 
on Saturday, June 20th, 2009 @ 11:00 a.m. in front of the Gibbons Town Office.
